Description: 

Systems of two dimensional, three dimensional and interactive visual representation are surveyed as they apply to both physical and digital media. Classical notions of 2D mark making and 3D linear perspective are introduced along with contemporary alternatives with digital media. Topics in interactivity include narrative concepts, color and composition as meaning, and modes of perception and reception. The course culminates with the development of an interactive time-based group project centered on multimedia, user interactions and medium of delivery. 

Prerequisites: Students with credit for TECH 121, 122, 123 and 124 may not take this course for further credit.

Description: Explores the computational nature of technology as applied to contemporary art and design. It is a studio-based, media production course that explores new forms of art and design that are mediated by or modeled after computing processes as opposed to transforming or digitizing existing forms. New media is "new" largely due to its use of interactive computing networks and the properties of networked environments. Course explores implications of interactivity and networking while incorporating the traditions from cinema, drawing, sound design and photography. Students explore these techniques in a diverse set of media environments, such as gaming, on-line documentaries and non-linear narrative structures.
Prerequisites: Minimum of 18 credits. Students with credit for IAT 101, TECH 121, 122, 123 and 124  may not take this course for further credit.
Recommended: IAT 100
Rationale: 

The course is being moved from first year to second year in the siat curriculum which is reflected in the new course number. The description now closely reflects what is being taught in the course. The prerequisites are structured to prevent freshmen to enter the course. 
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
