Title: Usability in Interactive Environments

Description: Explores the theoretical foundation, philosophy and practical application of techniques for analyzing how people interact with designed environments covered by the 4 IAT streams, including performance environments, human systems, new media, etc. A major goal is to determine how these environments should be designed to suit human capabilities. Students will engage in simple empirical usability studies in conjunction with active research projects within SIAT to gain experience in current usability practice. 
Prerequisite: Students must have completed at least 24 credits, including TECH 100, TECH 101, CMPT 120, and CMPT 125 or equivalents. Recommended: TECH 114.

Title: Fundamentals of Human-Computer Interaction
Description: Human Computer Interaction is broadly considered in this course as "design for human use."  Computers are ubiquitous in our lives. This course explores the theoretical foundations of how humans interact with computers and the practical application of techniques for analyzing interactive situations and designing effective user interfaces. Students will engage in the analysis and design of a simple user interface, gaining detailed knowledge and experience with the standard basic techniques for interface specification, prototyping and evaluation.

Prerequisite: Completion of 24 credits, including IAT Design1.
Rationale: 

The title and description are made more explicit with respect to the topics covered in the course. This will benefit students when selecting courses.  This is a foundation course for the IAT upper division.
