Title: Current Topics in Performance and Media Arts
Description: Addresses current topics relating to performance and media arts in the context of Interactive Arts and Technology. Practices and conceptual frameworks from academic and professional worlds of interactive art will be examined. Students will read, conceptualize and articulate debates based on their own developing interactive arts practices. 
Prerequisite: Completion of 48 credits. Recommended: IAT 321 and IAT 323. Students with credit for IART 319, 320, or 321 cannot take this course for further credit.

Title: Interactive Arts

Description: Students are introduced to key concepts within contemporary digital art practices. The course highlights these with examples of interactivity, interface, network, experience, embodiment, social spaces, interactive performance, critical technical practice, cultural meaning, and interactive performance, in the context of contemporary history of electronic art. Issues surrounding digital art will be explored through readings, the study of artworks, and the creation of their own artistic projects.
Prerequisite: Completion of 24 credits. Students with credit for IAT 322 cannot take this course for further credit.
Rationale: 

The course is being moved into the second year to provide the introduction to Interactive Arts for all SIAT students. The title is shortened to Interactive Arts as it better covers the topics included and directly reflects the school name. The description is made more concrete highlighting the topics covered. Prerequisite are adjusted for the placement of the course at the second level. 
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
