Title: Advanced Topics in Interaction Design
Description: In-depth exploration of a specific design, cultural and/or social theme and its impact on design. The thematic investigation will change each year and will focus on topics not typically covered elsewhere in the Interaction Design curriculum. Possible themes include sustainability, design for developing nations, globalization and localization, and other relevant issues. 
Prerequisite: Completion of 69 credits, including IAT 332, 333, 335, 338. 
 To:
Title: Speculative Design
Description: Provides students with the opportunity to experiment with designing in various non-normative frameworks provided by Cultural Studies, Critical Theory and Phenomenology. Students will examine design’s potential for cultural, social and ethical critique of emerging technologies and society. Rather than merely illustrating theoretical positions, this examination involves enacting and embodying differing theoretical positions, thereby rendering criticism productive. Individual design expertise and voice is emphasized. 

Prerequisite: Completion of 63 credits. 
Rationale: 

The course modifications and title change are in response to more substantial curriculum changes and new course proposals. The current description and title integrate better with the proposed changes in curriculum. 
Prerequisites have been eased to enable a wider range of students to take the course.
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
