Description: Examines evaluation concepts and methods for interaction designers. Analyzes the range of evaluation approaches including informal evaluation, usability, field studies, heuristics, critique and discursive evaluation. Students will explore techniques for feedback including observation, iinterviews, expert reviews, use experience, modeling, and critical analysis. Underlying concepts of evaluation including scientific observation, ethnography, phenomenology, and aesthetics will be discussed. Students will learn how to design and implement appropriate evaluation studies for a range of ubiquitous computing environments. 

Prerequsite: Completion of 48 credits, including IAT 302.

Course Number: IAT 432-3

Description: Examines evaluation concepts and methods for designers. Introduces a range of evaluation approaches including informal usability studies, lab experiments, field studies, and analytically-based evaluations. Students will explore techniques for feedback including usability tests, observation, interviews, heuristic reviews and discursive evaluations. Underlying concepts of evaluation including scientific experimentation, ethnography, phenomenology, and aesthetics will be discussed. Students will learn how to design and implement appropriate evaluation studies for a range of design projects.

Prerequsite: Completion of 48 credits. Recommended: IAT 201 and 235.
Rationale: 

The description was modified to include evaluation methods used by designers in general, not only by interaction designers.  Similarly, the student project work was broaden from ubiquitous environments to general design projects, and to be aimed at students in their senior year, The number change reflects this more senior focus.
Prerequisites: The course IAT 302 is being discontinued. The course will introduce necessary basic concepts internally.
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
